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1 Introduction

The Introduction should introduce the reader to this document, the project and the topic. One example method of structuring the Introduction is as follows:
1. First paragraph. Place the document and project into context. For example: “As part of the course TU130 Integrated Science and Technology, we are conducting a project on <<TOPIC>> during Semester <<X>>, <<YEAR>>. This document is the Proposal for our project.”

2. Second paragraph. Say something about the topic in very simple words: 

a. What is it? 

b. Why is it important to study (that is, the significance of the topic)?

c. One or more examples of the topic and its relevance.

3. Third paragraph. In one or two sentences, say what you will do in the project, and then outline the rest of the document. For example: “In this project, we will study <<….>> and <<…>>, with the aim of <<AIM>>. In Section 2 we provide further background on <<TOPIC>>. Section 3 reviews the studies, technologies and research related to <<TOPIC>>. In Section 4 we describe the tasks that will be undertaken in the project, and finally in Section 5 we give the project schedule.”
2 Background

Write the background here. This should tell the reader what the topic is, and some of the issues related to the topic. Image you are explaining the topic to your family or other students who know nothing about the topic. Therefore this section should be a simple explanation. You should use interesting examples, and possibly pictures and tables. 
This section should be the main technical section of the proposal, and at least 1 page.
3 Objectives
List the aims and objectives of the project.
4 Expected Outcomes
List the things that you expect to know by the end of the project.
5 Schedule
Finally you should include a table that summarises the schedule for the entire project. This should list each task, and give a timeframe (or deadline) for the tasks. Remember to also include the project milestones like Final Report, Poster Presentation, MidTerm Exam etc. 
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
